TERMS OF REFERENCE

PURPOSE


The purpose of this Committee is to promote and maintain the dignity of each person as expressed through Judeo-Christian values and rooted in the tradition of the Sisters of Charity of the Immaculate Conception.  Directed by the Belief Statement and Mission of St. Joseph’s Hospital, the Committee focuses on increasing awareness and understanding of the Mission and the expression of values and beliefs.

FUNCTIONS

1. To identify, plan, and integrate the Mission, Beliefs, and Values into the community of St. Joseph’s Hospital.

2. To assist in the monitoring and evaluation of mission activities as they support the goals, objectives, and values of St. Joseph’s Hospital.

3. To use methods of communication, participation, innovation, and teamwork to affirm the giftedness of, and thereby empower, all people involved in St. Joseph’s Hospital.

4. To educate through seminars, workshops, celebrations, and employee enrichment programs to increase the understanding and acceptance of mission in work life.

5. To identify and assist in the discussion of values in the workplace.

6. To chronicle the continuing history of St. Joseph’s Hospital to enable a sense of continuity and community.

7. To participate in determining future directions of Mission.

8. To develop a plan for ensuring that the Mission Statement remains current.

MEMBERSHIP


The Committee shall be composed of: the Facility Manager, the Mission Coordinator, the Director of Pastoral Care, as well as representatives from the Medical Staff, Education, St. Joseph’s Hospital Advisory Committee, and four other members.  The appointments shall be made by St. Joseph’s Hospital Advisory Committee for a period of two years, renewable for a second 2 years.

FREQUENCY OF MEETINGS


Meetings will be held monthly, excluding July and August at the request of the chair.  The majority of appointed members shall constitute a QUORUM.  The chair shall be appointed by St. Joseph’s Hospital Advisory Committee.

REPORTING


Reports or recommendations from the committee will be submitted to St. Joseph’s Hospital Advisory Committee.
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
